An  important  part  of  the  scheme  is  to  refresh  
existing  planting,  so  you  will  start  to  see  new  
flowers, grasses and trees in The Square. The existing  
areas  are  to  be  enhanced  by  filling  incurrent  gaps  
using  a  mix  of  new  plants.  The  planting palette has 
been designed by BDP Landscape Architects using 
coastal and salt tolerant species, whilst choosing 
plants that can survive our coastal patterns.
